Through creativity, collaboration, and problem-solving, students transform their ideas into Minecraft builds that reflect the future they envision.

What Are Build Battles?
Build Battles are friendly competitions where students or teams create Minecraft builds based on a theme or challenge.
Students may work individually or in teams to design and construct projects that demonstrate:
• creativity
• teamwork
• storytelling
• problem-solving
• digital design skills
Builds may represent:
• future cities and communities
• landmarks or historic places
• environmental solutions
• innovative technology
• cultural and artistic ideas

Competition Structure
National Build Battles are designed to allow students across the country to participate.
Local Builds
Students begin by building in their classrooms, clubs, or local communities.
Regional Competitions
Winning builds may advance to regional competitions where students showcase their creativity.
National Championship
Top builds from across the country may be selected for the National Build Battles Championship, where students compete and share their creations on a national stage.

Who Can Participate
National Build Battles are open to:
• classrooms
• schools
• esports clubs
• youth organizations
• community groups
Students of all experience levels can participate.
The focus is on creativity, imagination, and teamwork, not just technical skill.

Competition Themes
Each Build Battle may feature a theme connected to the Hands Across Minecraft initiative and the celebration of America250.
Example themes may include:
• Build the Future
• The City of Tomorrow
• Communities That Connect Us
• Technology and Innovation
• Celebrating American Creativity
Themes encourage students to think about how their ideas can shape the future.

Skills Students Develop
Through Build Battles, students practice important skills including:
• creativity and design
• teamwork and collaboration
• digital literacy
• storytelling and presentation
• problem-solving
These skills connect gaming with education, technology, and future careers.

Part of the Hands Across Minecraft Initiative
National Build Battles are one part of the larger Hands Across Minecraft™ national initiative.
Students participating in Hands Across Minecraft may also:
• sign the Hands Across Minecraft Student Declaration
• design Minecraft characters
• add their blocks to the national chain
• participate in the National Esports Touring Museum events
Together these activities create a nationwide celebration of creativity, innovation, and student voices.

How Schools Can Participate
Schools and youth organizations can participate by:
1. Registering their classroom or group
2. Hosting local Build Battle events
3. Submitting builds for regional competitions
4. Participating in the National Build Battles Championship
Participation is flexible and can be adapted for classroom activities, after-school programs, or esports clubs.
